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THE CHALLENGE OF CHARACTER |

False Appearances

“What a fellow! He’s tall, dark, and oh, how
handsome! His hair is slick, his manner smooth,
and he’s dressed as sharp as a razor. My ideal!”
And then the young girl (who incidentally has
just now attained sufficient years to join the
K. of L.), hypnotized by the spell of her prince
charming, falls back and swoons in the chair
appropriately placed there for that very pur-
pose. On the other end of that hypnotic spell
stands the prince charming, who in turn is cap-
tivated by his princess fair. “She’s so cute, and
delicate, and beautifully dressed. She never
wears the same dress twice.” What lurks behind
the trinkets and war paint only an archaeologist
could ever find out. The young man and young
woman seem captivated by appearances. They
are apparently uninterested in the more impor-
tant and fundamental qualities of each other’s
character.

The present-day world conspires to deceive .

youth and lead it down a blind alley. Youth is a
time of preparation, of growth, of building. It is
a time of preparation for the adventure of saving
one’s soul, of growth in wisdom, of building
character. Too many young people spend six days
a week endangering their soul, and one day a
week saving it. The movies, magazines, radio and
advertising have tended to glamorize pleasure,
money, and sex. The result is that character is
forgotten, virtue and grace are thrust into some
corner of the soul to wither away for want of
attention, and youth goes off on a wild goose
chase in search of a vanishing vision of happiness
which cannot be attained.

What is character?

Character can be briefly described as loyalty
to good and noble principles. To have character
the young man or woman must have a set of
good, noble principles according to which his
or her life is ordered. But no one need complain
that he does not know what principles of life he
should adopt. In the teachings of Christ as in-
terpreted by the Catholic Church every young
person can find the most perfect set of principles
ever revealed to man on earth. However it is not
enough to have a set of good principles, one must
be loyal to them and direct his life according
to them if he is to “have character”. Many people
saw the bright star in the clear Palestinian sky,
but only three wise men followed that star,
swerving neither to the right nor to the left, till
they found the new born Babe of Bethlehem.

Regulus’ Return to Captivity

The youth of character must allow nothing,
neither life nor death, wealth or poverty, fame or

disgrace, to lure him from the course he knows
to be right. During the famous Carthaginian
wars with ancient Rome, Carthage sent an em-
bassy to Rome to demand peace. A Roman pri-
soner of war, Regulus, was ordered to lead the
group, but before departing he was made to take
an oath that we would return to captivity should
the mission fail. He arrived in his beloved home
city, Rome, and knew that if he should succeed
in persuading his fellow citizens to conclude a
peace, he could remain at home forever.But what
did he do? With all his eloquence he charged the
senate to continue the war to a victorious end.
When his friends tried to prevail upon him to
remain in Rome, saying that the oath which he
had taken to return was forced, and therefore
did not oblige him, Regulus replied: “Do you
wish me to surrender my honor at any price? I
know that torture and death are in store for me
when I return to Carthage. But all that is nothing
compared to the shame which such a dishonor-
able action would bring. True, I shall be a pri-
soner of the Carthaginians, but I shall have
preserved my character as a Roman in all its
purity. I have taken an oath to return to them,
and I shall do my duty to the end. Trust the
rest to the gods.” Regulus returned to Carthage
and met his death by frightful torture. That is
what we mean by strength of character, and
loyalty to principle.

Enemies of Character: Lack of Principle

Modern society has encouraged many false
ideas among the youth of America. Apart from
Catholic teaching there is nowhere in America
today a set of consistent and logical principles to
guide living save in the ranks of the Communists,

demning it as our archenemy. With one hand
raised to strike Communism in Asia, another
hand is extended in friendship and assistance to
Communism in Yugoslavia. In one breath we
hear some proclaim the need of a strong
and healthy family life, and in other
breath advocate divorce and birth control which
destroy family life. We hear others preach the
necessity of religious unity in America, and then
see them attack the religion of the Catholic
Church. There can be no wholesome character
where there are no consistent principles.

Unbridled Pleasure

Another false idea encouraged in youth today
is the ideal of pleasure. “Eat, drink, and be
merry, — for tomorrow we die,” is an ancient
proverb. Many young people fall for this line
even today. “Let’s go out and have a whale of a
time. If we get plastered and paint the town red,
so much the better. If we indulge in illicit sexual
pleasure, so what? We've got to have our fun.”
This is an attitude of many young penple of weak
character, not only of non-Catholics, but, sad to
say, even of some Catholics.

Some will waste good clothing because their
vanity does not permit them to wear anything
but the latest style, even though as a result they
may be unable to contribute needed money at
home. Others have forgotten, or have not the
ingenuity to plan their own games and entertain-
ments with their friends, but must spend large
amounts of money on the latest stage shows,
plays and movies, and go to the noisiest and rit-
ziest night spots to avoid the boredom of their
own ideas and conversation. This false emphasis
on pleasure is summarized by a popular song:
“I work eight hours, I sleep eight hours, that
leaves eight hours for fun.”

False Prophets

Other young people are given to the worship
of false prophets. The idolization of movie stars
can be a vogue for some, particularly the very
young and immature. To these youngsters it is
immaterial whether their hero or heroine is run-
ning a matrimonial marathon to see how many
spouses he or she can outlast; it is immaterial
whether they are drunkards, or brawlers, or
other vice addicts, just so long as they have a
cute dimple, or attractive nose, or a sentimental
voice. If you don’t believe there are such youngst-
ers remember that the movie magazines which
build up the sinful lives of such people sell more
copies than any other type of magazine, unless it
be the “funny” books. Still other young people
are given to an admiration of the successful
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businessman. This can be wholesome as long as
the youth doesn’t close his eyes to the character
or virtue of this type of hero. Too often in the
history of our country men have attained finan-
cial success through devious ways which cer-
tainly cannot meet with the approval of the
youth of character. Because of this very fact one
author has written a book about the era of the
“Robber Barons”, referring of course to many of
the financial and industrial tycoons whom
people now regard with respect and awe despite
the immoral ways in which much of their wealth
was acquired. Another group of young men and
women have surrendered depth of character to a
false ideal of education. To them education is
simply a stack of facts, and not an ordered
and logical growth and development of the in-
tellect and will. According to this view the
process of education is similar to the growth of
a crystal, which increases in size because other
crystals come in contact with it and cling to it.
True education is an organic, living growth, si-
milar to the growth of a plant from a small seed
to a strong and firm stalk adorned with beautiful
flowers and bearing good and rich fruit! One
youth can tell you the precise identity of the
Man in the Moon, or the number of stars in the
Milky Way, but ask him who is Christ, or how
many Commandments there are, and he will
stutter and stammer and fumble for an excuse.
Another youth claims that we must be very
“broad-minded”. His “education” has taught
him to pardon and accept erroneous teachings,
and even to condemn the Church as old-fashion-
ed, slow to accept progress, or downright
ignorant. Many such young sophisticated Catho-
lics have come and gone, but the Church still
stands, a strong and impregnable fortress of
truth. Such a one forgets that the Church’s wis-
dom has been nurtured by two thousand years of
learning and experience, that the Church is the
mother of education, who was the first to estab-
lish and develop the great universities of Europe,
that the Church and her visible head, the Pope,
alone enjoy the protection and guidance of the
Holy Spirit. The advocates of these false ideals
are trying by every means to lead astray the
high-minded youth of America.

St. John the Baptist

Youth of character must strive by diligence
and prayer to remain loyal to the unchanging
principles of Christ, the Leader of Youth; by
constant self-discipline it must reject the soften-
ing influence of unbridled pleasure and
luxury; under the guidance of the Church it
must beware the false prophets who try to lure
youth aground onto the rocks of false idols.
Christ offers us an example of strong character
in the person of St. John the Baptist. Speaking
to the crowds about John Christ asks, “What did
you go out to the desert to see? A reed shaken by
