Kad isryskéty Sio didziojo vyskupo asmenybeé
ir jo darbai, praverkime praeitj, nusikelkime j 19
amziy, pasiekime net jo pradzig. Kaip tamsu ir
gudu buvo tuomet Lietuvoje. Kaimas, kuris sle-
pé lietuwviskaji zodj, neturéjo jokiy teisiy, vilko
baudziavos junga, skurdo ir buvo i§ visur uja-
mas. Bajorija—sulenkéjusi. Jokios tautinés
samoneés! Senoji Lietuvos valstybé buvo 1795
metais okupuota. Rusu pulkai trauké skersai ir
iSilgai per visg krasta.

19 amziuje prauzé per Lietuva du sukilimai,
pareikalaudami daug aukuy ir vietoj laisvés nes-
cdami dar didesne priespauda. Po treciojo suki-
limo 1864 metais rusai sumano visiSkai surusinti
i ietuva, iSplésti jos kalba, religija ir idiegti pro-
voslavija su rusiSsku zodziu.

Tik didelis Zmoniy tikéjimas laike
juos ir guodé. Ir okupantams rodési, kad jie
iveiks §] tamsu krasta ir Lietuvos varda visai
iStrins 1§ Zemeélapio. .

Sios tautos ukanose i§ saviskiy tarpo ir atéjo
lietuviy Moze, kuris suardé rusuy planus ir tauta
pabudino.

IS valstieéio trobelés i vyskupo sosta

Valanc¢ius gimé 1801 metais vasario 16 d. (pa-
gal sena stiliy, pagal nauja bus—vasario 28 d.)
Salanty parapijoje, Nastrény kaime. Jo tévai—
paprasti valstie¢iai, ne bajorai, tac¢iau savo vai-
kus stenges’ iSlavinti. Motiejus Valancéius baigeé
zZem. Kalvarijos domininkony gimnazija ir jstojc
i Varniy Kunigy Seminarija. IS ten buvo pasiys-
tas i Vilniaus Dvasineg Akademija. 1828 m. ge-
guzés 16 d. Vilniaus katedroje jis buvo jSven-
tintas i kumigus. PradzZioje kapelionavo Mozy-
riuje ir Kraziuose, profesoriavo Vilniaus Dvasi-
néje Akademijoje, o ja iSkelus j Petrapilj (da-
bartini Leningrada), iskeliavo ir jis kartu. Drég-
nas klimatas kenké jo sveikatai. Jis greitai grj-
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7o i Varnius ir buvo Kunigy Seminarijos rekto-
rius.

Zemo ugio ir taikaus budo buvo §is dvasinin-
kas. Labai graziai aptvarké seminarijg, pakele
jos moksla ir drausme. Niekur nesikiSdamas,
rankiodamas medziagg mokslo veikalams, gyve-
no jis lyg nepastebimas.

Tuo metu Zemaiciy vyskupuy sostas seniai bu-
vo tus¢ias. Po vyskupo Arnulpo Giedraiéio ru-
sai vis nesutiko su siulomais kandidatais. Di-
dele vyskupija tvarkée administratoriai. Ilgai
tokia padétis negaléjo issilaikyti. Stai wisy akys
ir nukrypo i §i ramuy zemaitj. Visiems buvo ne-
paslaptis, kad jis muzikas, Zemos kilmés.. Todeél
rusai tikéjosi didelio dekingumo, kad ji pasodins
j Zemaiciy vyskupuy sosta. Popiezius Pijus IX
paskyré ji vyskupu, ir Rusijos caras i§ savo pu-
sés atsiunté rasta, isakydamas jam buti TelSiy
(Zemaiciy) vyskupijos vyskupu. 1850 metais
vasar.o 24 d. Petrapilyje jis ir buvo koncekruo-
tas. Kovob d. atskiroje audiencijoje priémes
nauja vyskupa caras Mikalojus I jam pasakeé:

—Mums patinka, kad radome Zmoniy, kuriais
galime pasitikéeti.

Tacdiau vyskupas Valanéius visiskai apvylé ru-
sus. Tas taikus dir ramus zmogelis vyskupo sos-
te pasidarée didelis kariautojas, uZsispyres Ze-
maitis. Jis neparodé jokio dékingumo rusams,
kad tapo vyskupu; prieSingai,—sistematingai
trukdeé rusu planus, juos be pasigailéjimo griové
ir sieké savo tiksly.

Iki Valanciaus visi Zemaic¢iy vyskupai buvo
didikai: kunigaikSc¢iai, grafai, bajorai. Tai buvo
tiesiog perkuno trenksmas i§ giedro dangaus
muzikas vyskupu tapo! Ar jis gali valdyti?!
Siausesi bgjorija, triukSmavo. Buvo tokiy atsi-
tikimy, kad sustabdydavo vyskupo karieta koks
apSepes bajorélis ir sakydavo: “Noréjau paziu-
réti, kaip muzikas vaziuoja.” Viska Valancius
pakenté, | uzgauliojimus atsaké darbu. Greital
visi pamaté, kad vyskupo soste sédi didis Zmo-
gus, sugebas kuo geriausiai tvarkyti vyskupijos
reikalus.

Kiles i§ praséiokéliy tarpo, pats varges, Sis
naujasis vyskupas ir suprato savo tauta. Jis at-
gistojo jos puséje. Placios masés tuoj pajuto,
kad turi savo vyskupa. Ir jo autoritetas ir po-
puliarumas apémeé visa tauta. Jo vienas pasiro-
dymas kelé istisas manifestacijas. Su gausybe
raiteliy pasitikdavo jo karieta ir myky mylias
palydédave. Lyg koks kunigaikstis, lydimas
Lietuvos jaunimo, jis keliavo kartkartdmis per
visg krasty, kalbéjo ju kalba, draugavo su pras-
¢iokéliais. Kada nebuvo jokios inteligentijos,
pla¢ioms maséms jis tapo ne tik vyskupas, bet

ir vadas. Tai buvo Ganytojas pacia giliausia
prasme. Jo zodis magiska jéga éjo per Lietuvg,
keldamas jg darbui. Jeigu buty buves paskirtas
koks grafas ar kunigaik§tis, vargu jis buty at-
spéjes siela ty paprasty Zmoniy, kurie slépg lie-
tuviskaji Zodj.

Laikas iskelia darbus

Budamas ukininko vaikas, jis ir .i savo vys-
kupo pareigas ziuréjo tuo paciu ramiu ‘‘gaspa-
dorisku” zvilgsniu. Jis émeési tu darby, kuriuos
diktavo laikas, kurie buvo butenybeé.

Pirmiausia jis buvo vyskupas, kaip jis pats
save vadino “piemuo,” atseit, ganytojas. Vys-
kupijos sutvarkymas ir buvo jo pats didziausias
rupestis. Keldamas Zmomniu dorove, ju religin-
guma, jis priéjo ir prie tautos blaivinimo bei
Svietimo. Pirmieji pries jj pasiputé bajorai ku-
nigai. Savo sumanumu mokéjo juos sudraus-
minti. DBeregint visi pakluso ir nusilenké. Su
didele meile jis ziuréjo ] jaunuosius kunigus,
jilems daug atleisdamas ir daug darbo uzkrauda-
mas. Sie pirmieji ir prisiriSo su didele meile
prie savo ganytojo. Vizituodamas parapijas,
nuolatiniais ganytojiskais laiSkais, pamokslais ir
savo raStais kelé jis zmoniy tikéjima. dora, ju
drasa ginti savo jsitikinimus. Pats rodé uolaus
kunigo pavyzdj. Kiekviena diena klausé kated-
roje iSpazinéiy, visus priiminédavo ir stengda-
vosi patarnauti. Per 25 vyskupavimo metus jis
sustiprino tikéjima, dorg. Tuomet Lietuva gy-
veno savo graziaus] religinj gyvenima.

Norédamas matyti savo tauta sveikg ir dora,
jis pamate, kokiag zala daro degtiné. Stai pa-
¢ciais pirmaisiais vyskupavimo metais jis prade-
da skleisti “blaivyste.” Jkuria to vardo brolija,
pats isiraSo pirmuoju nariu, visur sako pamoks-
lus, raSo laiSkus. be pasigailéjimo plaka girtuok-
lius. Ir uzviré zemaicéiu krastas, iSgirdes vysku-
po zodzius: “Meskite gére ta smarve arielks.”
[stisos parapijos iki vienam prisieké daugiau
negersia degtinés. Subaciuje zZmonés pastate
murinj kryziy ir jmurijo degtinés bonkg, kad
ateities kartos nors ir pro stikla matyty, kaip
atrodé degtiné, kuri juos nuodijo.

IS karto suzydéjo visas krastas. Pinigai, ku-
riuos iSmezdavo degtinei, pasiliko namuose. Ma-
7zejo nusgikaltimai, nesantarvés. Tolimiausi kras-
tai sveikino vyskupa ir teiravosi, kaip jam pa-
vyko taip greit nublaivinti savo Zmones. Ir Ru-
sijos caras gyré Valandéiy.

Tac¢iau bankrutavo Zydeliy smukl3s, dvarinin-
kams, kurie sunké degtinéle, isdziuvo pin giné
¢ Kauno gubernijos izdas visai ifsigando: kur
dingo jy pajamos. Prilindo nuskriaustieji prie
valdZios ir pradéjo kuzdéti, kad ¢ia yra pries-




valstybinis darbas, atima valdZios pinigus. Val-
dzia uzdraudé bet kokig agitacija pries degtine,
uzdraudé draugijas. Reikéjo kunigui tik viena
blaivybés Zodj paminéti per pamoksla, kaip jis
buvo baudZiamas. Taciau mesta sékla augo ir
ilgai iSsilaiké lietuviuose.

Jo Zmonés buvo nemokyti, o tokius lengva juk
nusivesti | Suntakius ir paklaidinti. Ir vél vys-
kupas rasSo laiSkus, siunc¢ia pasiuntinius, ir vi-
same krasSte dygsta parapijinés mokyklos. Su
dideliu uwolumu jis rupinasi jomis, pabara tuos
kunigus, kurie apsileide, reikalauja tiksliausiu
pranesimy, kaip laikosi parapijinés mokyklos.
Visa krasta apjuosé lietuviskos mokyklos, kurios
tukstanc¢ius vaiky, busimuyju knygnesiy ir kovo-
tojy, iSmoké lietuviskai skaityti ir rasyti. Ir vel
rusai pamaté, kad $is taikusis ir ramusis, ju pri-
statytas kandidatas, jvare aStrig rakstj i jyu ku-
na. Susirauké visi valdininkai ir pradéjo kara
prie§ lietuviskas mokyklas. Pradzioje steigé
valdiskas rusiskas, bet i jas beveik niekas nesi-
lanké. Tada visai uzdraudé visas parapijines
mokyklas, bepalikdami tik savo rusiSkasias.
Tautoje jau buvo mesta sekla, rasto ilgesys, ir
jis nebeuzgeso; prieSingai, dar labiau plétési.
Lietuviska mokykla persikéelé prie ratelio, prie
motinos keliy. Ir vél skaité jaunimas lietuvis-
kai.

Kai tauta iSmoko skaityti, rekéjo jai knygu.
Stai Valanéius pasidaro raSytojas. Jau buvo Zi-
las ir susenes, niekada nesirenges jokiai raSyto-
jo karjerai. Vertée pats gyvenimas paimti plunk-
sna i rankas. Pirmiausia jis duoda visa eile
butiny religinio turinio knygeliy. ISauga nuo-
stabfeji “Zyvatai Sventyjy” (Sventyju gyveni-
mai), kur Sventuosius vaizduoja kaip savo kras-
to Zmones, kad tuo dar labiau patraukty tikin-
Cluosius. Jis jauté, kad sausi pamokymai nepa-
sieks visy Zmoniy ir giliai nejstrnigs. Pasidaro
beletristas. Velais vakarais prie Zvakiy Sviesos
vedzioja Zasies plunksneéle ir pieSia naujus Zmo-
nes, kurie mokosi amaty, yra atsikrate prietaruy,
saziningi, religingi ir' istikimi savo tradicijoms.
Sitiems Zmonéms gerai sekasi, o neklauzados
visi patenka j kaléjima. ''Ir savo religiniais ras-

Bajorijos jis negal€jo apeiti, nes ji tuo metu
dar gyvai reiskesi. Bet koks didesnis susikir-
timas nebuty buves reikalingas. Todél jis at-
rado budu ir su ja sugyventi. Pirmiausia jis
stengési jos neliesti. Bajorija buvo ekonomiskai
pajégesné, ja ir jkinké baznyciy bei parapijy na-
mu statymui. Uz tai jie pelnési Slove ir pries
vyskupa nesiSiausSe.

Prauzes 1863 metuy sukilimas sukrété visg vi-
suomene. Lenkai patrijotai puolé vyskupa, kam
jis neparémeé sukilimo. Rusai, numalSine kras-
ta, uzgule visa jéga ji rusinti. Atvaziavo ge-
nerolai-gubernatoriai, kurie nieko nesigailéjo.
Vilniuje sédéjo general-gubernatoriaus kédéje
Muravjovas, Kaune jo sunus. Visur jie siau-
téjo, bet vyskupo neuzkabino; prieSingai, sten-
gési palaikyai gerus santykius, palenkti savo
interesams. IS Varniy jj perkéle i Kaung, kad
geriau galétu sekti jo darbus. Nors oficialiai
bi¢iuliavosi, bet juo netikéjo né per nago juo-
dyma.

Rusy persekiojamas, susenes ir vieniSas jis
miré 1875 metais geguzés mén. 17 d. To meto
Kauno dvasininkija nenujauté ir nejvertino, ko
neteko Zemaiciy vyskupu sostas: savo didziau-
sio vyskupo. O rusai Zinojo ir vertino ji.

Po mirties ant stalo buvo rasti du ganytojiski
laiskai: lenkiskas ir lietuviskas. Lenkiskaji ru-
su valdzia leido paskelbti, bet lietuviskaji uz-
draude. ISsigando jo, kad nesukelty krasSte re-
voliucijos. Sitam laiSke vyskupas kviefia visus
laikytis savo religijos, savo paprociy, gintis nuo
“vilku” ir guodzia jis zZmones, kad viena kartg
pasibaigs visi persekiojimai ir jie giedos lietu-
viskai Sventas giesmes.

Mirdamas jis paliko tauta apSviesta, pabudin-
ta, su auksta dorove, su didele meile savai kal-

bai. Tai nebuvo tamsybése klaidziojanti palai-

da banda, bet veikli ir pasiryzusi kovoti tauta.
Kai 1883 metais pasirodé Ausra, ji rado jau pa-
rengta dirva.

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The Ancient Forests of Lithuania

Long, long ago Lithuania was a realm of
dense forests with the branches of trees and
foliage so entwined that one had to cut his way
through to his nearest neighbor. Legends tell
us that the forests were so dense and warm that
the wintry snow melted before it landed on the
geound. In their deep forests the Lithuanians
dwelt with their ancient gods and their proud
independence. Our ancestors had a powerful
priestly caste which was headed by Krive-Kri-
vaitis who was the chief priest of the entire
nation. He was assisted by Vaidilas. Their
piincipal deity was PERKUNAS who was the
god of the sky and all it’s wonders. Even to this
day one hears his name mentioned in regards to
thunder. Eternal fires burned in his honor for
many centuries. The deepest woods were con-
sidered the dwelling place of the gods and was
forlidden territory to ordinary mortals. This
sanctuary was known as ZINYCIOS. KRIVIS,
the chief priest, dwelt in the highest sanctuary
to Perkunas in ROMUVA which was located in
commands from the god above and relayed them

-OLD PRUSSIA. Here the chief priest received

to his people. Sacred fires were tended by the
priestesses VAIDELUTES, like BIRUTE, who
eloped with KESTUTIS and became the mother
of the great VYTAUTAS. In time of strife the
high priest resigned his power and permitted
the warriors to choose a war a war chieftain,
KARVEDYS, who was the greatest and bravest
amongst them. After the enemy had been re-
pelled the war chieftain relinquished his author-
ity and returned to his old vocation as the Ro-
man dictators did during the Republic.

The bison TAURAS was popularly regarded
as the guardian of Lithuania. According to a
legend an army of Tatars penetrated into Lithu-
ania and fled in terror when these oxen charged
the invaders with bellowing roars.

From the misty past we are informed that
the first grand duke of Lithuania was PALEMO-
NAS who had four sons, BARKUS, KUNAS,
SPERAS and DEVELTIS. SPERAS had just
concluded battling the Poles when CANUTE,
king of the Danes, invaded a section of SAMO-
G CIAI (ZEMAICIAI) and sent his son SWEYN
to rule there. The Baltic Sea, sometimes re-
garded as a dividing barrier by thoughtless peo-
ple, actually was a highway to the peaceful
shores of Lithuania. It was child’s play for the

VIKING SEA RAIDERS to pillage an unsuspect-
ing village. The Lithuanian laments are pre-
served in legends and songs about these daring
sea robbers, who roamed the seas the world
over and were the world’s first great navigators.
Ccandinavian sages also describe sea landings
in Lithuania. Then there were the many peace-
ful missions to Lithuanian land like the one by
KING OLAF TRYGVASON who came to preach
Christianity, and by the renown Norse poet-
historian in the 13th century, SNORRE STUR-
LASON. The latter was surprised to find in
the western section of ILithuania people who
also understood the Danish language — the
tongue of their VIKING ancestors. At the ad-
vent of the 20th century BENEDICTSEN jour-
neyed to Lithuania in order to write and inform
Scandinavia about these neighboring people. He
was enthusiastic about this land of song, amber,
and forests. The average Lithuanian’s appre-
ciation of all things beautiful in nature caused
him to write, “What Danish peasant lad, at the
sight of a hoar-decked forest on a bluish wintry
day, would burst into song, in praise of it’s
beauty as a Lithuanian might do?”

A half a century ago the forests still covered
35% of the land, and a quarter of a century ago
28% remained. It was these ancient forests
that helped preserve the Lithuanian race and
her language as the most ancient of all living
Fluropean languages.

After the 10th century Lithuania commenced
to receive more frequent mention in the chron-
icles of other nations. Traveling merchants
brought vivid tales of a rich country in amber
and game which was soon to become a tempting
plum for conquest. The fact that Lithuania
was still a pagan nation gave the TEUTONIC
KNIGHTS an excuse to invade this land. The
failure of the Crusades gave the restless Ger-
man knights a new objective.

Even in their secluded state the Lithuanians
were divided into rival and jealous tribes. The
invasion by the hard-fisted Teutonic Knights
had to result in Lithuanian unity or else they
perish like their kinsmen, the Prussians, or be
enslaved like their kinsmen to the north, the
Latvians and Kulanders. The architect of this
new unity was GRAND DUKE MINDAUGAS
who prepared the nation to fight off the brutal
Teutons. The German knights entered with
boundless determination to destroy their ancient
gods, to Christianize with the sword, to pillage

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and murder all opposition. The Lithuanians
could not swallow this type of preaching of the
Gospel and were equally determined to resist
it. So, in the 12th century we find the hunters,
the fishermen and the farmers giving up their
pursuits to take up the sword and repel the in-
vader. These hardy peasants rose up and be-
came mighty warriors. The Teutonic Knights
were angered by the spirited resistance put up
by these practically unknown warriors. From
defensive warriors the Isfthuanians were en-
couraged by their successes to become ofensive
warriors. Now we find the Lithuanian knights

o

the Kremlin in Moscow. Meanwhile, we see
Christian and pagan temples thriving side by
side. However, this was too great a venture

- and history didn’t allow the GRAND DUCHY

OF LITHUANIA to remain as the largest state
in Europe as the Lithuanians were outnumbered
eight to one. Eventually this empire disinte-
grated and is now just a memory of a glorious
past.

At this time the Lithuanians the world over
do not dream of a great nation ruling vast ter-
ritories, but merely of the liberation of their
small nation. They desire another opportunity
