$50. Paskolomis “Vyti" remti pasirasé New York ir
New Jersey valstybiu apskritis ($200), 17-ji kuopa i
So. Boston, Mass. ($130) ir 43-ji kuopa is Grand Ra-
pids, Mich. (3100). Nutarta taip pat, kad kiekviena
kuopa suruosty vakarg savaitinio “Vycio” leidimui.

Per puse metu savaitinio “Vycio” reikalui nieko
nebuvo padaryta. Svarbiausias to priezastis nuro-
dé naujasis redaktorius M. Zujus savo vedamajame
"Vycio” nr. 14 (20), 1916 mety:

“Pastaruoju laiku Amerikos lietuviy visuomeneé atliko
sunky, bet naudingg Lietuvai darba. Lietuviy Diena, nors
pirmu kartu rengta, davé neprasciausias pasekmes, Surink-
ty auky skaitliné dar nepaskelbta, bet apskaitoma, kad
pasieksianti apie pusantro Simto tikstanciy doleriy... Lie-
tuvos Vyc¢iy pajégos Lietuviy Dienos ir Kataliky Spaudos
Savaités pasisekimui taip buvo uzimtos, kad negaléjo ran-
kuy pridéti prie savo organizacijos darby... Pirmoje vietoje
nukentéjo savaitinio “Vycio” reikalas™.

Kai “Vycio"” nr. 5-me, 1917 m., Centro valdybos
izdininko paskelbta, kad aukomis ir paskolomis sa-
vaitinio “Vycio"” reikalui jou suplaukeé $1,200, Ame-
rikos J. Valstybés buvo paskelbusios Vokietijai ka-
rq ir visam kraste éjo karinis ruosimasis vokiska-
jam imperializmui sutriuskinti. Ne vien vyc¢iy, kaip

jounimo organizacijos, eilés buvo iSretintos pasau-
kimu j karine tarnybq, bet ir darbo srityje jvyko di-
delés permainos. Pabrango darbininkas ir medzia-
ga surista su laikrascio leidimu, o popierio kaina
net trigubai pakilo. Be to, pradéjo eiti gandas, kad
vyriausybé grieztai savo zinion paims visus sveti-
momis kalbomis leidziamus laikrascius, vienus
cenziruodama, o kitus net uzdarydama. Dalinai
prie to ir buvo prieita: svetimomis kalbomis leidzia-
mi dienrasciai turéjo kiekvieng zinig apie karq,
kiekvienag straipsni apie politikq iSversti i angly
kalbg ir pristatyti paskirtam spaudos cenzoriul.
Laikrasc¢io leidimas pasidaré sunkus visais atzvil-
giais. Ir taip sulaukta penktojo seimo.

Penktasis seimas jvyko 1917 m. liepos 23-25 die-
nomis Brooklyn, N. Y. “Vycio” klausimu padarytas
toks nutarimas:

“Atsizvelgiant | aplinkybes ir nuolat vis arSéjancias
salygas ir atmosferg, organg “Vytj” leisti dvisavaitiniu, ne-
iSsizadant savaitinio ir rimtai einant prie jo jkiinjimo.
Svarstant organo klausimg atsirado nuomoniy, kurios sa-
vaitinio jaunimo laikraSc¢io jsteigimg ¢ia Amerikoj patare
atidéti i Sali, o visas pajégas ir kapitala organizuoti dél
steigimo jo Lietuvoje, kur po karés, be abejo, didziuma
susipratusio jaunimo rengiasi grizti”. (“Vytis” nr. 14(34)

1917 m.)

PADIDINTAS "“VYTIS"

1917 mety rugséjo meénesi iséjo pirmas padidin-
tas “Vycio” numeris. Redaktorius Matas Zujus savo
zodelyje paskelbe:

“Stai Jums, Gerbiamieji Skaitytojai, padidintas orga-
nas. Jisy dalykas pasakyti, ar jis geras ar menkas. Mes
nuo saves tik tiek galime pasakyti, kad visa darome at-
sizvelgdami 1 iSteklius™.

Laikraséio formatas buvo vienu coliu mazesnis
uz dabartini “Vyti”. Buvo leidziamas 24 puslapiy.

Nuo penktojo seimo taip ir pasibaige svajonés
ir kalbos vyc¢iuose apie padidinimq ir padazninimqg
iki savaitinio gal but dél to, kad sekanciais metais
Lietuva, sutraukius keliu simtmeciy dvasios ir kuno
vergijos retézius, pasiskelbé atsikurionti laisva ir
nepriklausoma valstybé. Su tuo istoriniu jvykiu,
su tuo begaliniu dziaugsmu atsirado ir naujo darbo
Lietuvai padéti. Vyciams teko daugiausia veikti
Tautos Fonde, Draugijoj Lietuvos Raud. Kryziui
remti, Laisvés Savaitése, rinkime miliono parasy
po prasymu Jungt. Amer. Valstybiu prezidentui
prasant Lietuvg pripazinti de jure, suruoSime sék-
mingo marsruto Lietuvos jgaliotiniams, kurie vyko
i Amerikg auku rinkti ir Laisvés Paskolos bony par-
duoti ir t. t. Organizacijos viduje taip pat atsirado
naujo darbo: septintame seime (1919 m. Pittsburgh,
Pa.) nutarta remti Lietuvos Liuosybeés Sargu organi-
zavimg, o vyriausiam Lietuvos kariuomenés vadui
gen. S. Zukauskui nupirkti auksinj kardg. Tam tiks-
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Iui buvo jsteigtas Auksinio Kardo Fondas ir renka-
mos aukos. Vyciams taip pat labai rapéjo uzmegzti
rysius su Lietuvos jaunimu — pavasarininkais.
Taipgi daugelis veikliyju nariu pradéjo ruostis griz-
ti Lietuvon, kad savo santaupomis ir patyrimais
galéty padeti jounai valstybei tvirtai atsistoti ant
koju. Taigi, darbuy vydiai turéjo pilnas rankas ir
juos dirbo nuosirdziai, nesiskusdami nuovargiu.
Niekuomet nebuvo rasoma laikrasciuose, kaip kad
dabar daznai matome is dabartinio Lietuvos jauni-
mo (atvykusio is tremties) veikimo. Esq, didziausi
pasiaukojimg darg leituviskumui palaikyti, jei po
astuoniy darbo valandy dar automobiliu nuvaziuo-
ja i teatro, choro ar ansamblio repeticijag. Anais lai-
kais nebuvo 8 darbo valandu. Desimts, o daugelyje
viety ir dvylika. Mazai buvo automobiliy ir mazai
kam jie rupéjo. | tautos, parapiju, organizacijy vei-
kimg jaunimas rinkosi pésciomis, naudojos tram-
vajais. Vyc¢ioms nebuvo zinomos stovyklos. Studen-
tija, pasibaigus mokslo metams, vykdavo i lietuviy
parapijas, kuriose dar nebuvo lietuviskos parapi-
nés mokyklos, ir ten moké vaikus lietuvisko rasto,
Lietuvos pazinimo. Didzicusias vyciams poilsis bu-
vo vakarai, kuriuose turédavo choru ar vaidinimu
repeticijas. Ir, is tikryju, koks gali buti nuovargis
jaunam zmogui dainuoti, vaidinti, zaisti. Cia iSéjau
truputj iS temos réemy tam, kad suprastume, kiek
any laiky jounimas, ir bendrai katalikiskoji visuo-
meneé, turéjo dirbti ir aukoti iki stojos baznycios,
mokyklos, ligoninés, prieglaudos, kuriomis Siandie
didziuojameés.

Man pasitraukus is redaktoriaus pareigu, trum-
pai redagavo poetas K. Jonaitis (Zilvitis), o jam pa-
sitraukus, | redaktorius pakviestas jau Amerikoj
gimes ir auges jaunimo ir kat. visuomeneés veikéjas
Pr. Zdankus, kuris pradéjo i “Vyti” ileisti ir angly
kalbag. Esq, ¢ia gimes ir auges jaunimas mazai mo-
kags lietuviy kalbg nusiskundzia nesuprantgs nau-
joviskesnés lietuviu kalbos ir dél to reikalaujgs,
kad “Vytyje"” buty rasoma ir angliskai. Patriotin-
gesnieji nariai pradéjo reiksti nepasitenkinimo, ra-
Syti tuo reikalu. Redakcija buvo buvo priversta
laikrastyje jvesti skyriy "“Kokia Tamstos Nuomo-
ne?"”, kur kiekvienas galéjo laisvai pasisakyti, kg
jis mangs del angly kalbos “Vytyje”.

Jo
padéjéja ir anglu kalbos redaktore buvo jou anks-
ciau, kaip buvo minéta, nuosirdziai prie laikrascio
dirbusi F. Grendelyté. A. Vaiciulaitis prie “Vycio”
vairo stovéjo iki 1950 m. seimo, o po to nauju da-
bartiniu redoktorium pakviestas dr. J. Leimonas,
buv. neprikl. Lietuvoj katal. jaunimo organizacijos
"Pavasaris” vadas. Angly kalbos redaktore paliko
ta pati F. Grendelyté. Rimtas vytis, ar jis bus seno-
sios kartos, ar jau ¢ia gimes ir auges, ar tremtinis,
isijunges i vyciuy eiles, tegali tik dziaugtis ir didziuo-
tis dabartiniu “Vyciu”, jo graziu zydéjimu jaunimo
darzelyje.

Vyc¢iams priklau-
seé visa eilé studenty, dabar jau kunigy - klebony ir
pasaulieciy profesionaly bei stambiy veikéju, nes
savo lietuviSkame amziuje vyciai buvo populiaris-
kicusia organizacija.

Vakarai,
koncertai, prakalbos, paskaitos, jvairus kursai, pa-
rodos - parodélés — viskas grynu lietuviskumu pa-
gristi, pradéjo uzlietis visoki laisvamaniskqg ir so-
cialistinj veikimqg. Dél to “Vytis” ir vyciai buvo la-
biausiai laisvamaniuy ir socialisty puolami, labiau-
siai nekenciami, biauricusiai pravardziuojomi ir
izulicusiai pasiepiami. Tacdiau tas vyciy dvasios
nei kiek neslopino. “"Vytis" tq dvasiq gyvino ir stip-
rino.

Zuromskis and Katarskis assisting,
the convention was officially opened by Council 29
president and chairman of the convention committee,
Edward Thompson. Then followed a prayer by Msgr.
I. Kelmelis and a word of greeting, which preceded an
address by our national president, Al Wesey. Conven-
tion officers selected were: Walter Chinik of Pittsburgh,
president; Jack Stukas of Newark and Anthony Mazei-
ka of Brooklyn vice-presidents; Helen Shields of Phi-
ladelphia and Mildred Chinik of Pittsburgh, secretaries.
The Mandate Committee was comprised of: Marcella
Onaitis, Mikalina Sirvinskas, Joseph Sable, and Wini-
fred Skudris, chairman.

Greetings extended by many distinguished Lithua-
nian and American personalities, in writing as well as
in person, also reports, occupied the delegates for the
rest of the day.

In the evening we had an old-fashioned bus ride to
New Jersey’s finest picnic grove, Forest Lodge. A won-
derful time was had by all. Familiar Lithuanian folk
songs rang out over the hills while the hardier of our
lot enjoyed a dip in the Lodge’s large swimming pool.
The antics of Joe Sable, Vie Guzevich and others in the
pool, and the contest, helped make the affair an out-
standing success. Congratulations to its chairman, Louis
Stukas of C-29, for a job well done!

After mass on Saturday morning, with Rev. S. Rai-
la officiating, and Rev. Jutkevicius and Rev. Zuroms-
kis assisting, the business sessions resumed. Of special
interest and import was Father Jutt’s report on the
outstanding work of the Lithuanian Affairs Committee.
More than 16,000 letters had been sent out by Knights
to the American press and members of Congress and
public officials on behalf of Lithuania’s independence.
Reports of committees and officers, and addresses by
other distinguished speakers were also heard at this
session.

A nice luncheon followed at the hotel, at which
various awards were presented to worthy Knights.

The Saturday afternoon session featured a lengthy
report by Dr. Leimonas, editor of “Vytis” on different
aspects concerning the magazine, discussions on organ-
izing the Juniors, the feasibility of hiring a public re-
lations man for the Knights, and the change in our
constitution which would enable the Supreme Council
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to collect the entire membership fee for each member
instead of having each council retain a certain per-
centage of the membership fee, as formerly. The session
ended following the passing of many important resolu-
tions, one of which was the formation of a new Cultural
Committee, the work of which will be outlined in our
next issue of the “Vytis.”

The social highlight of the convention was the
Saturday evening semi-formal ball, which was extreme-
ly successful. Hundreds of people jammed the hotel’s
main ballroom and auxiliary chambers to dance to the
tunes of the Oley Brothers Orchestra, or to sip and
chat, and meet new friends. Heading the committee for
the dance was our national vice-president, Joseph Sa-
kevich.

Sunday was the day of all days of the Newark
Convention. In the morning a solemn high mass was
celebrated in the beautiful Holy Trinity Church by Rev.

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A Committee of One, namely, the undersigned,
was appointed by the Supreme Council President
in the Spring of 1955 to prepare a Leadership Work-
shop to be held at this national convention. A pro-
gress report was made at the Supreme Council
Executive Board meeting held in New York City,
May of 1955.

This Leadership Workshop, named: Workshop
on K. of L. Problems took place in Room 1, Hotel
Robert Treat, Newark, N. J., Thursday, August 25.

Because of a small attendance, the morning
session was not held.

Approximately forty delegates from o dozen
councils participated in the afternoon session.

In a general way, the Workshop was success-
tul. Proof of the interest and zeal of the participants
was the fact that proposals to interrupt the discus-
sions were voted down on three occasions.

Problems treated came under the headings:
Meetings, Membership, Religion, Lithuanicnism
and “Vytis.”

At this time, it is impossible to submit a com-
plete and statistical report of the findings of the
committee. However, a few highlights may be of
interest to the convention delegates.

It was the opinion of the participants that K. of
L. meetings were enjoyable and interesting, as a
rule, for their social value, and for the furthering
of our K. of L. ideals.. Yet, neglect of a cultural con-
tent at meetings, carelessness in Parliamentary
procedure and prolonged discussions on minor
points detracted much from the appeal of meetings.

It was considered a good idea for two neighbor-
ing councils to meet from time to time, each coun-
cil presenting one-half of the program composed
of items of real Lithuanian cultural interest.

An interesting point was made in answer to the
question of the number of possible K. of L. mem-
bers. Councils would increase their membership
from four to five times, if these possible members
were induced to join.

Although there were some contrary opinions,
the proposal of a system of merits to be earned by
members for every activity indulged in, was con-
sidered workable. Merits would be automatically

earned by attendance at meetings, committee work,
sports, etc., and totaled and announced at the last
meeting of the year.

These merits earned by the members could be
correlated with Ritual requirements, and would in-
spire a greater and more varied activity on the
part of the members.

Also discussed and judged highly useful was «a
uniform guide to the duties and responsibilities of
officers on the council level. Two plans were sug-
gested: either an orientation course conducted by
the districts for officers, or a manual issued directly
by the Supreme Council to be placed in the hands
of newly-elected council officers each year. The in-
troduction of a uniform system of keeping records
of dues, qualifications for Ritual and so forth was
also highly recommended.

Favorably discussed was a plan to hold joint
meetings of Juniors, Regular and Senior K. of L.
members once or twice a year perhaps, around
Organization Day, to discuss and take part in the
furtherance of common K. of L. ideals.

It was discovered that the participants consider-
ed the religious part of K. of L. activity somewhat
incomplete. There was a need for reqular religious
instruction or discussion in most councils. The relig-
ious articles in "“Vytis” were judged helpful, in-
structive and interesting.

Regarding Lithuonianism, the general consen-
sus of the workshop was that the councils were not
making a normal or average effort to preserve and
spread Lithuanion culture among the members.
Strongly voiced was the opinion that only by a
greater stress on K. of L. ideals in each council
would the organization become stronger. It was o
definite opinion that it is time right now to put the
social activities of the K. of L. in second place, and
give primary importance to the religious, cultural
and patriotic.

As a means to furthering knowledge and facili-
ty in speaking Lithuanion, the participants thought
it a good idea to have a Lithuomian Conversation
Course as a reqular part of each meeting. This
course could be taperecorded and distributed to
each council for study and practise.

The "Vytis” was judged from fair to good in
fulfilling its mission. While most opinions declared
that no effort was made to read the Lithuanian
articles in "“Vytis”, a majority stated that if word
lists or translation aids were provided by the edi-
tors, more articles in Lithuanian would be read.

Finally, the "Vytis” Penman-Penwoman idea
was warmly received. In order to make the Vytis
more representative of its readers, it was proposed
to form a voluntary group of letter writers, who
would reply to appeals made by the editors for
specific material. Perhaps, in this way, hidden

writing talent could be discovered among the ranks
of the K. of L. members.

The workshop terminated at five fifteen P. M.

The Questionnaire and answers are in posses-
sion of the Committee. They will be analyzed and
studied further, and will be the basis for a more
complete report to be published in the “Vytis.”

It is recommended that some of the ideas be dis-
cussed by the Resolutions Committee for further
action, if this be considered useful.

¢ LET’S GET TO WORK ON JUNIORS é
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During our last K. of L. National Convention in
Newark, N. J. the amended Constitution and By-
laws for Juniors was approved. Every council should
feel obliged to do everything in its power to organ-
ize such a Junior Council in its respective parish.
Each delegate at that convention and through them
all K. of L.'ers should not forget the Convention
Motto “Today’s Juniors — Tomorrow’s Leaders!” if
they are interested in the future of Knights of Lith-
uania.

One of the greatest mistakes made in the past
was that nothing was done to organize Juniors —
the future of moany organizations including our
own. Today we wouldn’t have to worry about our
decreasing membership if this had not been over-
looked. The K. of L. By-laws (Art. XIV, Section 5)
states very clearly that “every council considers its
greatest obligation to organize Junior Knights
branches in accordance with the by-laws of the
Junior Knights.” It is better late than never to cor-
rect our past mistakes and this is the time to start.

I am convinced that there are members in every
council who understand the importance of a Junior
Council and have good intentions to organize such
a council but it doesn’t know how to about it. Here
are a few suggestions that may help.

First, you must find a person in your council
who is willing to organize a Junior Council, one
who likes children, one who is patient and friendly
and at the same time believes in discipline. One
who is not only interested in good times, but also
in the spiritual welfare of children. To find such a
person will not be so easy. It may not be too dif-
ficult to get the youngsters to your first meeting,
but it will be difficult to keep them together for a
longer period of time if they don't find in their
leader something attractive, if they don't like him
or her. I mention discipline because without it there
will be no order and without order very little can
be accomplished or achieved.

When you have found such a person, get in
touch with your spiritual adviser to help make up
a list of eligible candidates (Juniors) from the parish
census cards.

If this cannot be done for some reason or other,
contact the presidents of your parish senior organi-
zations, viz. Holy Name Society, Sodality, Rosary
Society etc. and ask them to assist you in making
up such a list. They know what members have
children eligible for the Junior K. of L. Very often,
if the parents belong to some parish society, they
will also let their child join. There is no doubt that
it is much ecsier to find candidates for the Junior
Council where there is a parochial school in the
parish. In that case, contact the Sisters of the school
or the PTA officers to help you. The greatest diffi-
culty arises in a parish that does not have such a
school and the children cannot be approached so
easily. Those are the parishes I have mostly in
mind.
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After a list of children is made up, write a letter
to the parents of the child, explaining briefly the
purposes of the Knights of Lithuomia, and invite the
presence of their child at the first meeting. Inform
them also of the 10c monthly dues. In order that
your letter would carry more weight make sure you
mention that you are doing all this with the consent
and approval of your spiritual adviser. It would
still be better if your spiritual adviser would take
care of all this himself to give you a good start but
if he is not able to do so at least he can help you
by permitting you to use his name and authority.

Direct contact by mail or in person with the
parents in my opinion is absolutely necessary in
order to start a successful Junior Council. Parents
can be of great help to you in your future activities
when their authority is being recognized. Just «
short annauncement from the pulpit without direct
contact with the parents will be of little use because
many will not hear the announcement or if they do
they might pay very little attention to it not under-
standing the real meaning of it as it often happens
with other announcements. Such an cnnouncement
is in order after direct contact takes place with the
parents.

Always remember that you are going to work
with very young people. Therefore your meetings
must not end late at night. This goes also for the
reqular members some of whom become real night
birds and scandalize others. If it is impossible to
have your meetings before darkness falls during
the winter months, — make sure that they don't
start later than 6:30 P.M. and end later than 8 P.M.
If the children live far away from your meeting
place assure the parents that transportation will be
furnished to bring their children home. This promise
is very important because many parents do not
allow their children out after supper time — and
they are wise in doing so — unless they are sure
that their child will be properly taken care of and
brought home on time. This transportation problem
might be easily solved if the parents themselves
would be willing to take turns in bringing the child-
ren of their neighborhood home after the meetings.
Ask your spiritual adviser to help you solve this
problem if such be the case. He could use his own
car for that purpose foo, you know!

Doing everything that was mentioned above, I
am convinced that it is possible to organize a Junior
Council. I know that there might be other difficul-
ties to overcome but where there is a will there is
a way. It would be very interesting to know from
those councils that have already organized a Junior
Council how they went about to getting youngsters
to their first meeting.

Working with the Juniors will demand sacrifice
and effort. Unless our reqular council members
forget themselves and their selfishness like good
parents do taking care of their offspring, we cannot
expect to make good members out of Juniors. We
then face the danger of losing all members and
liquidating the organization itself. This will never
happen if we bring up our Juniors properly because
they are the future of the Knights of Lithuania,
