LITHUANIA

Lithuania belongs to the Baltic branch of the Indo-
European family. Archaeologists claim that as far back
as the Early Bronze Age, circa 1500 B. C. the ancestors
of modern Lithuanians have been living a life of almost
complete isolation in the dense forests of their land in
the basin of the Nemunas river. Undisturbed for cen-
turies they have preserved their ancient language,
which is generally admitted to be the most archaic
Indo-European language in Europe,

The name Lithuania was first mentioned historical-
ly in the Annales Quedlinburgenses under the date
1009 A.D. where we find the Latin words “in confinio
Rusciae et Lituae.” During that year took place the
martyrdom of St. Bruno in Yatvingia, near the lands
of Rus and Lithuania.

The most ancient foreign neighbors of the Lithua-
nians were the East Slavonic tribes, the Dregovichi and
the Krivichi. In the course of the thirteenth century
these tribes merged and formed the western of the Be-
lorussian branch of the Eastern Slavs.

The Poles came in direct contact with the Lithua-
nians and became their neighbors for the first time
about 1500 A.D., in southeastern East Prussia in the
region of Goldap and Darkehmen. Thence the restless
Poles expanded eastward and northward into the region
of Suvalkai.

In their push to the east or Drang nach Osten the
Germans appeared in the land of the Balts sometime
about 1180 in Latvia, and 1231 in East Prussia. They
were organized in two religious crusading Orders —
The Knights of the Sword for the subjugation and con-
version of Latvia and Estonia (jointly called Livonia),
and The Knights of the Cross for the conquest and con-
version of Prussia, and later of Yatvingia and Lithuania,

The Lithuanians soon became involved in actual
warfare with the Teutonic Knights and won significant
victories at Saule in 1237 and at Durbe in 1260. And on
July 10, 1410 the Lithuanians and their allies crushed
the Knights of the Cross in the decisive battle at Grun-
wald. Here the German Drang nach Osten was checked
for five centuries under the magnificent leadership of
Grand Duke Vytautas the Great of Lithuania with the
assistance of his Lithuanian cousin King Wladyslaw
Jogaila (Jagiello) of Poland, and the Lithuanian mili-
tary leader Lengvenis with his contingent from Smo-
lensk.

Although attacked by German forces repeatedly
from both north and west, the Lithuanians defended
their country bravely. And under adverse conditions
they succeeded in expanding southward to the Black
Sea and eastward to within 62 miles of Moscow. Nu-
merous Russian principalities came under their sway.
The Russian principalities were disunited and also
faced danger of occupation by the brutal Mongols pres-
sing from the east.

In 1579 the Jesuits established an academy in Vil-
nius. This academy, at first only a school of Lithuanian
and Roman law, gradually developed into a real uni-
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versity, with four faculties — theology, physical
sciences, law and medicine. This seat of higher learning
attracted scholars from many nations. It acquired a
valuable library.

Scholarly works were published in Vilnius in var-
ious languages. Here was printed the first Latvian book
— a catechism in 1585, with the Latin title Catechismus
Catholicorum.

Under Lithuanian rule the Russians enjoyed com-
plete local autonomy. But later on these Russian lands
became a bone of contention between the rising Duchy
of Moscow and the Lithuanian-Russian Commonwealth.

Under pressure from the Germans the Lithuanian
Grand Duke was obliged to form a personal union with
Poland in 1386. And harassed and threatened by Mos-
covy, the self-proclaimed “collector of all Russian
lands,” Lithuania was forced by Poland into the un-
willing and most disastrous political Union of Lublin -
in 1569, which resulted in chaos in both Poland and
Lithuania.

Prussia, Russia and Austria took advantage of the
chaos in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and
carved up their neighbor in the partitions of 1772, 1793
and 1795. The uprisings of 1831 and 1863 were crushed
in cold blood, and nothing remained for both Poland
and Lithuania but slavery.

Due the defeat of Germany and the collapse of
Russia and also the active participation of the United
States in the First World War, Lithuania succeeded
in regaining her long lost independence on February
16, 1918.

It was on this historic day that Dr. Jonas Basanavi-
¢ius, the patriarch of Lithuania, solemnly read the de-
claration of the Independence of Lithuania to members
of the Lithuanian Council or Taryba gathered in the
historic capital of Vilnius.

At the beginning of 1920 the government of Soviet
Russia began negotiations with Estonia for a treaty of
peace, and shortly thereafter proposed similar negota-
tions to Latvia and then to Lithuania. The Lithuanian-
Russian peace conference opened in Moscow at the
beginning of May 1920, and on July 12, 1920 the peace
treaty was signed. Under this treaty Russia recognized
the full sovereignty and independence of Lithuania for
all times and under all conditions.

But in typical communist style, taking advantage
of the political situation in Europe, Russia signed a
secret treaty with Nazi Germany on August 23, 1939,
whereby she was secretly granted a sphere of influence
and overlordship in Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia. This
led to the extinction of the independence of these na-
tions and their occupation by the Red army shortly
after the fall of Paris in 1940, during World War II.
Thus Lithuania was one of the first countries to disap-
pear behind the Iron Curtain.

Today Lithuania is completely sealed off from the
rest of the world. No tourists are allowed to visit Lith-
uania. All privately owned farms have been abolished
and the peasants have become serfs attached to state
farms and kolkhozes. Opposition is punished ruthlessly.
At least 600,000 Lithuanians have been exterminated.
Many others are to be found in the numerous slave-
labor camps in Siberia.

Siandien laisvame pasauly mazai
berasime blaiviai galvojanc¢iu Zmo-
niy, kurie tikétu komunistu skel-
biama laisve ir gera valstybés san-
tvarka ju valdomuose krastuose.
DeSimtimis takstanéiu liudininku,
pabégusiu i laisvaji pasauli, aiskiai
nusSvieté kokia vergija, koki Zmo-

gaus paniekinimg ir pazZeminima
atnesé komunizmas bevykdydamas
savo tikslus wuzkariautose Salyse.

Komunizmo galutinis tikslas — uz-
valdyti visa pasauli ir ivesti visur
diktatoriSka komunistine tvarka.
Tai ivykdyti jie varo didZiausia
propagandg per spauda, radija, rek-
lamas; lauZo savo iSkilmingai pasi-
rasSytas sutartis bei pasizadéjimus ir
jéga uzgrobia svetimus krastus.

Grazi Lietuvos praeitis

Lietuviai gan anksti, net dvylik-
tame Simtmetyje, sukiiré savo vals-
tybe ir pradéjo savystoviai tvarky-
tis. Kestucio ir Vytauto laikais bu-
vo viena i§ didZziuju Europos vals-
tybiu. Jos sienos sieké nuo Baltijos
iki Juoduju jaru. Savo organizuo-
tumu ir susiklausymu, sulaiké toto-
riu verzimasi i vakarus ir tuo, kaip
sakoma, iSgelbéjo vakary krikscio-
niska kultira nuo sunaikinimo
(maSis prie Vorkslos 1399 m.), o
miusyje prie Zalgirio (1410 m.) su-
laike ilgiems Simtmecdiams vokie-
¢ius nuo ju verzimosi i Rytus. Tik
nelaimingas Lietuvos susijungimas
su Lenkija (Liublino unija 1569 m.),
be to, vidaus kivirc¢iai privedeé prie
to, kad abi valstybés buvo kaimynu
— Rusijos, Prusijos ir Austrijos —
pasidalintos (1795). DidzZioji Lietu-
vos dalis atiteko Rusijai. Taciau
nuo pat pavergimo, lietuviai naudo-
jo kiekviena proga (1812, 1831,
1863) atstatyti savo nepriklausomy-
be. Ir pagaliau 1918 m. vasario 16
iSsipildé lietuviu tautos troSkimas:
vél buvo paskelbtas Lietuvos vals-
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tybés atstatymas ir nutraukimas bet
kokiu ryS$iu su savo pavergeéjais.

BolSevikai negarbingai lauzo
sutartis

1920 m. liepos 12 d. Maskvoj buvo
pasiraSyta taikos sutartis tarp Lie-
tuvos ir Rusijos. Tos sutarties pir-
mame straipsnyje Rusija be jokiu
salygu pripazista Lietuva kaipo sa-
vistovia nepriklausoma valstybe ir
laisvai, visiems laikams, atsisako
savo suvereniteto teisiu, kurias tu-
réjo ant lietuviu tautos ir teritori-
jos.

Po SeSiu metu, t. y. 1926 m. rug-
séjo 26 Maskvoje buvo pasirasyta
nepuolimo sutartis tarp Lietuvos ir
Sovietu Sajungos. Toje sutartyje
Sovietu Rusija patvirtino ir garan-
tavo Lietuvos nepriklausomybe ir
jos sienas. Tas pat buvo pakartota
ir 1931 bei 1936 m. sutartimis.

Prasidéjus antram pasauliniam
karui, Sovietu Sajunga priverte
Lietuva 1939 m. spalio 10 pasiraSyti
taip vadinama savitarpinés pagal-
bos pakta, kuriuo Sovietu Rusija is-
reikalavo i§ Lietuvos isteigti jos te-
ritorijoj karo bazes: isileisti Rusijos
kariuomene ir uzleisti kai kuriuos
aerodromus. Betgi ir Sioje sutartyje,
Sovietu vyriausybé iskilmingai pa-
sizadéjo gerbti Lietuvos nepriklau-
somybe ir nesikisti i Lietuvos vi-
daus reikalus bei jos santvarka. Gi
tu paciu metu spalio 31 d. Sovietu
Sajungos uzsieniu reikalu komisa-
ras Molotovas, kalbédamas Sovietu
Rusijos Auks$ciausios Tarybos posé-
dyje apie ta tarpusavio pagalbos
pakta, pareiSké: “Sis paktas su Pa-
baltijo valstybéms néra jokiu budu
Sovietu Rusijos kiSimasis i... Lie-
tuvos vidaus reikalus, kaip kas bu-
tu linkes manyti... Sie paktai yra
sudaryti respektuojant Kkiekvienos
susitariancios Salies valstybines, so-
cijalines ir ekonomines sistemas...
Mes stovime uZ pilng ir garbinga

pildyma savitarpinés pagalbos su-
tarc¢iu, kurios yra miisu pasiraSytos
ir pareiSkiu, kad tai yra kvaili ple-
palai, bik mes norime susovietinti
Pabaltijo valstybes, tai plepalai,
kuriuos skleidZia misu Zinomi prie-
Sai ir visokios riSies prieSsovieti-
niai provokatoriai”.

Tac¢iau deja, nezitrint tokiy ras-
tiSku sutarciu, iSkilminguy pasizadeé-
jimu bei draugiSsku uztikrinimu,
jau po 7 meénesiu, blutent: 1940 m.
birzelio 15 d. Sovietu Rusijos mil-
ziniskas kariuomeneés kiekis isiver-
zé i Lietuva ir visai ja okupavo.
Paskui kariuomene i Kaung iS Mas-
kvos atvyko Soviety Sajungos uz-
sieniu reikalu vicekomisaras V. G.
Dekanozovas ir tuoj prasidéjo vie-
Sas kiSimasis i Lietuvos vidaus rei-
kalus ir valstybeés santvarka. Mas-
kvos isakymu ir jos igaliotiniy
priezitiroj buvo paskelbti ir praves-
ti rinkimai i taip vadinama Liau-
dies Seima. Seimo rinkimuy istaty-
mas buvo paskelbtas liepos 5 d., o
rinkimai ivyko liepos 14-15. I ta
Seima buvo iSstatytas tik vienos
grupés “Darbo zZmoniu sajungos”
saraSas ir tik tiek kandidatu, kiek
turéjo buti iSrinkta atstovu. Patys
balsavimai vyko moraliniai prie-
vartaujant balsuotojus: buvo pa-
skelbta, kad kas nebalsuoja, tas yra
liaudies prieSas. Balsuotoju asmens
dokumentai — pasai buvo Stampuo-
jami, reiSkia, neturi pase Stampo —
nebalsavai, esi liaudies prieSas. Pa-
sibaigus rinkimams buvo paskelbta,
kad uz Darbo Zmoniu sajungos sa-
rasa balsavo 95.51%. Taciau atrodo,
kad paduoti balsai nebuvo né skai-
¢iuojami. Tai patvirtina ir tas fak-
tas, kad prie§ 24 valandas prie§ pa-
sibaigiant balsavimams, vienas Lon-
dono (Anglija) laikra$tis paskelbé
balsavimo rezultatus ir balsuotoju
skai¢iu. Véliau paaiSkéjo, kad bal-
savo tik apie 16%.

Po tokiu rinkimu, savaitei pra-
slinkus, liepos 21, iSrinktasis Liau-



dies Seimas buvo suSauktas i posé-
di, kurio svarbiausias dienotvarkes
punktas buvo priimti rezoliucija
nuolankiai praSant priimti Lietuva
i Sovietu Sajunga. Sovietu S-gos
Auksciausioji Taryba 1940 m. rug-
pitcio 3 “patenkino” ta prasSyma ir
Lietuva buvo paskelbta S. Rusijos
dalimi.

Koks buvo lietuviu tas ‘“laisvas
noras” isijungti i Sovietu Sajunga,
rodo prof. Vinco Kreéves Mickevi-
¢iaus pasikalbéjimas 1940 m. birze-
lio 30 d. su S. Rusijos uzsieniu rei-
kalu komisaru Molotovu. Kalbant,
pastarasis pareiské: “Jeigu Rusijos
carai, pradedant Jonu Ziauriuoju,
meégino pasiekti Baltijos jtra, o tai
jie daré ne del savo asmenisku uz-
gaidu, bet del to, kad tai buvo rei-
kalinga ir naudinga Rusijos valsty-
bei ir tautai. BuUtu nedovanotina,
jeigu Sovietu Rusija neiSnaudotu
dabar tos progos, kuri gal niekados
nebepasikartos. Sovietu Rusijos va-
dai nutarée Baltijos valstybes ijungti
i Sovietiniu Respubliku Seima”.

Dar labiau paryskina ta “laisva”
lietuviu tautos isijungima i Soviety
Rusija, tai visos lietuviu tautos su-
kilimas prie§ pavergeéjus bolSevikus,
prasidéjus 1941 m. birzelio 22 Vo-
kietijos Rusijos karui. Daug miestu
buvo paciu lietuviu nuo bolSeviku
iSlaisvinti, o paciame Kaune suda-
ryta ir paskelbta nepriklausomos
Lietuvos vyriausybeé.

Taigi, bolSevikai sudaro ivairias
sutartis ne tam kad jas saziningai
pildytu ir ju laikytusi, bet tik del
Zzmoniu akiu ir prie§ uZsieniecius,
esant reikalui, pasiteisinti. Tai tik
vaidinimas ir apgavysté. Ta fakta
patvirtina ir dokumentai garsiaja-
me Niurnbergo tarptautiniame teis-
me. Ten i§ patiektu dokumentuy pa-
aiskéjo, kad jau 1939 m. rugséjo
meén. Sovietu Rusija susitaré su Vo-
kietija pasidalinti Pabaltijo valsty-
bes. Jau tada Lietuva buvo atiduo-
ta Sovietu Rusijai.

Po Lietuvos okupacijos, tuoj pat
bolSeviku kariuomené uzémé Latvi-
ja ir Estija ir tokiu pat budu jos
buvo ijungtos i Sovietu Sajunga.

Tat Lietuva, kaipo nepriklausoma
valstybé, yra pirmoji auka, Rusijos
komunizmui pradéjus verztis i va-
karu Europa. Jeigu prie§ 18 metu
daugelis netikéjo, kaip negarbingai
S. Rusija lauZo savo pasizadéjimus
ir tarptautines sutartis, tai dabar,

Lietuviskas kryzius Chicagoj

prie lietuviu Tévu Jézuitu namu,
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kai panaSaus likimo yra sulaukusios
ir kitos Rytu Europos valstybés —
Lenkija, Cekoslovakija, Vengrija,
Romunija, Bulgarija bei Rytu Vo-
kietija, tai ir Lietuvos skaudu liki-
ma daugiau kas atjaucia ir tai duo-
da vilties, kad visos tos pavergtos
tautes greitu laiku atgaus savo tik-
ra laisve ir nepriklausomybe.

Lietuvos Vy¢iai, o ypaé ju Lietu-
vybés iSlaikymo komisija, labai
daug padarée Lietuvos iSlaisvinimui
ir toliau nepailstamai dirba. Jie sa-
vo deSimtimis thkstanc¢iu laiSky
ivairiems asmenims bei istaigoms
nusSvieté sunkia dabartine Lietuvos
blikle ir bolSeviku tikslus bei ju ap-
gaule. . -



Autokritika reiSkia saves iverti-
nima. Ja Zmogus siekia pazinti sa-
ve ir pamatyti, koks jis i§ tikruju
atrodo pats sau, o ne kitiems. Steng-
damasis autokritiSkai save pazinti,
zmogus vadovaujasi savo sazine ir
atsargiai zitri i kitu sprendima sa-
vo atzvilgiu.

Autokritika yra labai sveikas da-
lykas. Ji skatina, palaiko ir ugdo
dvasini Zmogaus tobuléjima; jokia
dvasiné paZanga néra imanoma be
autokritikos: nesugebédamas teisin-
gai, bent apytikriai i save izvelgti
bei saves jvertinti, Zmogus negali
né tobuléti. Autokritika tramdo
zmogaus egoizma ir padeda jam pa-
sidaryti Zmoniskesniam.

Ne tik atskiram asmeniui, bet ir
organizuotiems Zmoniu vienetams,
organizacijomis vadinamiems, auto-
kritika yra labai naudinga.

Taigi kas yra organizaciné auto-
kritika? Ko ji siekia ir koks yra jos
vaidmuo organizaciniame gyveni-
me?

Néra viskuo tobulu ir savo forma
idealiu organizaciju: kiekviena i$
ju, budama Zmogaus Kkiurinys, vis
kuo nors yra netobula, defektinga—
su vienokiais ar kitokiais triku-
mais. Jei kurios nors organizacijos
nariai savo organizacija pradeda
laikyti visiSkai tobula institucija
tai jau yra Zenklas, kad tokia orga-
nizacija nebeprogresuoja, nebetobu-
leja ir kad ji jau daug kuo atgal
zengia, nes jos nariai nebeturi svei-
kos organizacinés autokritikos...

Autokritika organizacijai yra or-
ganizacinis Svyturys, jai rodas turi-
ma eiti kelia. Organizaciné autokri-
tika palaiko organizacijos gyvybe
ir neleidZia jai merdéti bei nykti.

Kiekvieng organizacija sudaro
jos vadai ir eiliniai nariai. Dél to ir
teisé bei pareiga i organizacine au-
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tokritika priklauso ne tik vadams,
bet ir eiliniams nariams. Kokie yra
vadai su eiliniais nariais, tokia yra
ir pati organizacija. Teisingai su-
prantama organizaciné autokritika
yra niekas kita, kaip vadu ir nariuy
autokritika: save ir savo darbus kri-
tikuodami, jie atlieka tuo paciu ir
organizacine autokritika.

Kaikurios organizacijos regulariai
Saukia specialius posédzius vertinti
savo veiklai: ¢ia jos nagrinéja ne
vien savo laiméjimus, progresa, bet
ir nepasisekimus, triakumus. IS Sios
risies posédziy organizacijos susi-

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THE OLD KAUNAS

(Prepared by J. J. Stukas, Jr.)

Kaunas, standing as it does at the junction of the
rivers Nemunas and Neris, was always an important
trading point, and from earliest days possessed a castle,
which was destroyed by the German Knights of the
Sword after they had fought their way up-river in 1317.
Gediminas, the reigning Grand Duke of Lithuania, from
his capital at Vilnius, paid a very heavy ranson for its
defenders, but for centuries after that the ownership
of the city swayed between the German Knights and
Lithuania.

Another castle called “New Kaunas” was built near
the site of the ancient one. When the Lithuanian Grand
Duke Vytautas finally broke the power of the Teutonic
Order on the field of Tannenburg in 1410, he made the
terms of peace in the castle itself. Looking up from the
river banks you will see the glorious red brick Gothic
church of Vytautas, the largest Church in Lithuania.

The Churches are indeed the oldest and historically
most interesting buildings in Kaunas, dating back to
the beginning of the fifteenth century, when the faith
- of Christ was first adopted. There are none earlier since
Lithuania was the last stronghold of paganism in Eu-
rope. Vytautas built his church in 1400 to commemorate
a great battle with the Tartars in which he was hard
pressed. The church of Vytautas leads to the slopes of
the river banks where the landing-stage is built, and
here is the starting-place for the busy river steamers
and the ferries which ply across the water. The people
of Kaunas in pre-war days used their beautiful river
for summer trips. The opposite banks are thickly
wooded and are the haunts of many nightingales.

If you cross the river and climb the green hill, you
will be rewarded by a lovely view of the old town: the
belfry of the church of Vytautas in the foreground and
beyond it, the cluster of baroque churches which have
their centre the Town Hall, with its graceful tower
known as the White Swan. Close to the church of Vy-
tautas is the oldest remaining house in Kaunas, known
as the House of Perkunas, the pagan god of thunder.
This Gothic 15th century building stands on the site of
a pagan shrine. Not far away, there are also many old
houses with beautiful facades and a few warehouses
from the same period, characteristically medieval, The
many fires of the old days are responsible for the lack
of early architectural remains, and it is not surprising,
when one remembers that owing to the scarcity of stone
in Lithuania, wood was the mateiral for practically all
buildings.

The town carried on an important trade in honey,
grain, cattle, timber and furs with the Low Countries
and Scandinavia, from whence it got its salt and cloth
as well as luxury goods. By the second half of the cen-
tury it was holding great fairs on Ascencion Day, and

until the Russo-Swedish wars, its prosperity continu-
ously increased. It was the disastrous fire of 1732 which,
destroying practically the whole city, sealed its doom;
and from that day it declined in importance.

In 1812, it appeared once more on the world stage,
when Napoleon halted his armies in Kaunas. From the
hill on the opposite side of the Nemunas he watched
his armies throwing four pontoon bridges over the river,
Napoleon gave a great ball in the Town Hall of Kaunas
in an attempt to win over the sullen nobles, but there
was a later scene of a very different character when the
starving, ragged remnants of the Grande Armee, desert-
ed by their leader, returned to the city to pillage and
steal. Once again there was a great fire, and the people
suffered great losses. Today, the old Kaunas still stands
alongside the new and modern city of Kaunas, It is
still a source of inspiration to freedom-loving Lithuan-
ians in exile who hope to return some day to a free and
independent Lithuania.

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LITHUANIAN HISTORY

ALGIRDAS — LORD of EAST LITHUANIA

When Algirdas accepted the
offer made by Prince Kestutis to
be the head of the Lithuanian
kingdom, it was decided that
both should aid each other in all
circumstances.

World history has seen such
occasional agreements made
between brothers but usually
they have ended in a disastrous

civil war.

However it is difficult to find in
the annuals of human relation-
ships where two brothers, (so dif-
ferent in personality and philo-
sophic conviction), could have
amiably ruled together one poly-
cultural state.

The fundamental principles of
this diarchy were as follows:

1. All the princes and dukes of
ethnic and Ruthenian Lithuania
must obey Algirdas and Kestutis.

2. Algirdas assumed the pri-
macy as the grand prince and
king, while Kestutis became sec-
ond in commoand in the Lithua-
nian empire.

3. The immediate concern of
Algirdas was the eastern Slavic
sections; while direct responsi-
bility for Samogitia and western
Lithuomia was left to Kestutis.

4. Algirdas’ court was estab-
lished in Vilnius while Kestutis’
headquarters were located near-
by (a couple of hours by horse-
back) in the fortress at Trakai.

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These two sons of King Gedi-
minas ruled Lithuania for 32
years. Their objectives as co-
rulers were of vast proportions.
It was planned to unite all of the
ancient ancestral territories of
Baltland (Prussia, Sudavia, Lat-
via) with the Lithuanian state.
The German Teutonic Knights
were to be transferred to the
Russian steppes in the far east
to fight Asiatics and protect Eu-
ropean civilization. All of the
Slavic principalities were to be
gathered under the overlordship
of the Lithuanian ruler at Vilnius.

In a later bimonthly essay
Kestutis will be discussed but in
this article Algirdas’ rule will be
outlined. The latter went a long
way in acquiring vast territories
in the East. Russia, a geographic
expression in medieval times,
was generally divided into many
Slavic principalities under the
cruel rule of the Tartar grond
khans of the Golden Horde. Only
the forested regions of northern
Russia were somewhat free from
the slavery of these Asiatic con-
querors.

Most of the Eastern Slavs
looked to powerful Lithuamia for
protection from Asiatic barbar-
ism. Algirdas used his diplo-
matic and military abilities to
great advantage and indeed
many Slavic territories passed

into the expanding orbit of princi-
palities circling Vilnius.
The Lithuanions, after occupy-

. ing a region taken from the Tar-

tars, did not disturb the local
customs. They brought peace,
protection and an efficient admi-
nistration with cultural autonomy
and freedom of religion. Many
Russians, Ruthenions and Ukrai-
nians served loyally in the ar-
mies of the ruler of Lithuonia. It
is usually rare to find any praise
given a conquering power; yet
such is not the case in most his-
tories of the Ukraine where med-
ieval Lithuania is discussed in a
favorable light.

Algirdas led the Lithuoanian
army on three successful military
expeditions to Moscow and each
time obtained satisfaction for
Vilnius. It is interesting to note
that there is a hill in Moscow
called the Hill of Homage where
the grand prince of Moscovy
knelt before the ruler of Lithua-
nia in submission.

Although Algirdas was a na-
tive Lithuanian, he had left quite
an impact on the history of the
Eastern Slavs especially the Uk-
rainions and White Russians. He
was usually called by them Al-
gard or Olgerd. Under him Lith-
ucania became the largest country
in fourteenth century Europe and
her influence was beginning to
be felt by many Asiatic peoples.

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PIRMASIS LIETUVIS KARDINOLAS

Gal nevisi esame girdeje, kad ir
lietuvis buvo kardinolu, bet uz tai
visi lietuviai zino apie buvusius
Lietuvos kunigaik$¢ius Radvilas.

Lietuvos istorija mums sako, kad
kunigaiks$¢iai Radvilos iSkilo i pir-
maujancias eiles dar karaliaus Min-
daugo laikais. Nuo pat Lietuvos
valstybés isiktirimo jie visada at-
kakliai gyné Lietuvos laisve. Kuni-
gaikSciai Radvilos buvo Lietuvos su
Lenkija unijos didziausi priesai.
Unija sudarius, jie deéjo visas pa-
stangas tos unijos uzdetus Lietuvai
panc¢ius nutraukti. Dél tos priezas-
ties kunigaikstis JanuSas Radvila
su Seima buvo nuzudytas. Radvilu
giminé daveé Lietuvai daug karo va-
du, diplomatu ir kitokiu anu laiku
zymiuy Lietuvos laisves ginéju. Toji
giminé davé ir pirmaji lietuvi kar-
dinola.

Kardinolo tévas buvo kunigaiks-
tis Mykolas VI, juoduoju vadina-
mas. Jis buvo labai gabus ir veiklus
vyras. Vos 29 metu amziaus jis bu-
vo paskirtas senatoriumi ir DidzZio-
sios Lietuvos kunigaikstijos Mar-
Salka. Anais laikais toji vieta buvo
daug augstesneé, kaip dabar vidaus
reikalu ministerio. Karalius Zig-
mantas Augustas, kunigaiksti My-
kola labai myléjo.

Tais laikais kun. Mykolas priémeé
kalvino tikéjima. Jo pavyzdi pase-
ké daug Lietuvos bajoru. Taip pat
1563 m. kun. Mykolas kalvinams sa-
vo léSomis atspausdino biblija. Jis
stengési ir pati karaliu i kalvinu ti-
kéjima atvesti. Karta jis prikalbino
karaliu sekmadieni nuvykti i pa-
maldas pas kalvinus. Bet karaliui
vaziuojant Vilniuje pro Sv. Jono
bazny¢ia, i§ jos iSéjo Vilniaus vys-
kupas Ciprijonas su procesija ir su-
laikes karaliu, pasuko jo arklius i
Sv. Jono baznycios puse, sakydamas:
“Ne tas yra kelias, kuriuo Jusu Di-
dybés tévai buvo prate Sventadie-
niais i pamaldas vykti, o Stai ku-
ris!” Tuo budu karaliu su visais jo

palydovais atvedé i Sv. Jono bainy-
¢ia. Bet kunigaikstis Mykolas ir mi-
ré budamas kalvinas. Tadiau jo a$-
tuoni vaikai, nors jie buvo aukléja-
mi kalvinizmo dvasioje, griZzo i ka-
taliku tikéjima ir tapo labai uolts
katalikai. Stinus Jurgis, tapo kuni-
gu, vyskupu ir kardinolu. Kitas
siinus — Stanislovas, uz uoluma ka-
talikybei, net maldinguoju buvo
pavadintas.

Busimasis kardinolas Jurgis Rad-
vila gimeé 1556 m. geguzés meén, 31
diena. Lukiskiuose (Vilniuje).
Mokslus jis pradéjo eiti Lipsko
augstesnioje mokykloje. Véliau
istojo i Poznanes (Lenkijoje) Tévu
Jezuitu Kolegija, kur buvo mokyto-
ju garsus pamokslininkas tévas Pet-
ras Skarga. Jo itakoje Jurgis pasi-
daré labai uolus katalikas. Gniezno
arkivyskupo ikalbétas, kunigaikstis
sutiko buti iSventintas kunigu. Po-
piezius Grigalius XIII suzinojes
apie kunigaiksc¢io Jurgio grizimg i
katalikuy tikéjima ir net istojima i
dvasini luoma, pasikvieté pas save
ir ji labai pamilo. Mat, kunigaikstis
Jurgis buvo labai gero btdo, nepa-
prastai meilus ir malonus. IS Romos
kunigaikstis Jurgis iSvyko aplan-
kyti §v. Zeme ir apaStalo Sv. Jokii-
bo karsto — Kompasteléje. Grizes
i Roma jis suzinojo, kad paskirtas
Vilniaus Vyskupu. Tévu jézuitu
baznycioje jis buvo iSventintas i
Vyskupus ir ¢ia atlaiké savo pirma-
sias miSias. Kunigaikstis Jurgis ta-
da turéjo tik 24 metus amziaus.

Grizus jam i Vilniu, tévai jézui-
tai surengé nepaprastai iSkilmingg
sutikima, kuris labai paveiké Zmo-
niu minias ir daugelis kalvinuy grizo
i kataliku tikéjima. Kaip lietuvis ir
didelis patriotas, jaunasis vyskupas
pradéjo labai uoliai lietuvybe plésti.
Jis savo léSomis tuojau isteigé dide-
le kunigu seminarijg lietuviams.
Taipgi savo léSomis graziai atre-
montavo $v. Onos bazny¢ia, o Rygo-
jer — §v. Jokibo. Vilniaus tévu jé-

zuitu akademijai, lietuviu jaunimui
Sviesti ir juos uzlaikyti, pavedé sa-
vo du dvarus.

Uz didelius nuopelnus baZnyc¢iai
ir katalikybei, uz didelius labdaros
ir gailestingumo darbus, popieZius
Grigalius XIII Vilniaus Vyskupa
Kunigaiksti Jurgi Radvila 1584 me-
tais pakeélé i kardinolus.

Kunigaikstis Jurgis Radvila, ta-
pes kardinolu turéjo, mirus popie-
ziui, vykti i Roma naujo popieziaus
rinkti. Tokiu kelioniu kardinolas
atliko keleta. Jis dalyvavo rinki-
muose $iuy popieziu: Siksto V, Urbo-
no VIII, Grigaliaus XIV, Inocento
IX ir Klemenso VIII. Pirma karta
atvykes i konklava taip suzaveéjo
visus, jog vos nebuvo iSrinktas po-
piezium. Tik jo iSrinkimui sukliudeé
kardinolo Jurgio perjaunas amZius.
Mat, jis tada turéjo tik 30 metu.

Paskutinius savo gyvenimo dve-
jus metus kardinolas Jurgis pralei-
do Romoje pas tévus jezuitus. Jis
noréjo stoti net i vienuolius, tik po-
piezius tam grieztai pasipriesino.
Kardinolas Jurgis Radvila miré Ro-
moje 1600 metu sausio meén. 21 die-
na. Ten pat, jézuitu baznycioje, jis
ir palaidotas.

MEMBERSHIP DRIVE JANUARY 1, 1959 —
MARCH 31, 1959

Has your council neglected to start this year’s drive
because it has lacked the know-how? For those who
have and those who have not, here are suggestions that
may help put your council among the top winners this
year.

I. HOW TO START:

1. Have the President appoint a council chairman;
then select a committee to assist him. No cam-
paign can be conducted successfully by one
person. Every council member should take an
active part in this drive.

2. Appoint a Vice-Chairman for this committee;
all organizations follow this policy, but those
who do are strongly sold on the idea. Here are
the arguments in favor:

a) The Vice-Chairman can take over tem-
porarily when the Chairman is out of
town or otherwise unavailable,

b) He can share the responsibility for the
more important duties with the Chair-
man.,

¢) He is definitely in training for the
Chairmanship the following year., This
arrangement makes it possible for the
council to have continued experienced
leadership for its committee.

THE COMMITTEE IS THE SPARK PLUG:

The membership committee is responsible for or-
ganizing the campaign, keeping enthusiasm high
and seeing that it doesn’t bog down before it
reaches a successful conclusion. It is also respons-
ible for providing prospect leads for members to
contact during the campaign.

PROVIDING THE LEADS:

The membership committee should compile a card
file of prospects. This committee should make a
complete list of all Lithuanian families in their
area for possible membership; whether they are
eligible for juniors, regular or senior membership.
These names should then be distributed to the
membership with the request that they call them on
the telephone and discuss possible qualification and
interest in membership. Church organizations in
your parish are also a good source for prospects.

IDEAS FOR SELLING A PROSPECT:

Prepare your club program for the coming year in
advance. An attractive brochure is then prepared
containing a calendar of the council’s activities that
can be presented to a prospect when he is ap-
proached for membership.

INVITE PROSPECTS TO CLUB MEETINGS:

Let prospective members see your council in ac-
tion by inviting them to attend your best meet-
ings. Introduce them around so they’ll feel welcome
and try to get them to fill out applications for mem-
bership before they leave.

IV.
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V1. PUBLICITY:

To get a campaign in high gear maintain full pub-
licity during the drive period. Publicity must stand

- on its own feet. Make it colorful; be original if
possible, but hold to the facts. Here are a few time-
tested publicity devices:

1. Newspapers:

Write a good article on just what the organiza-
tion does in your community. Feature any
prominent and attention — compelling activity.

Print the names of the new members if pos-
sible during the campaign.

2. Radio:

Local radio time usually can be used by good
local speakers with a brief message. Boys and
girls of high school often give talks which out-
class their seniors. Have well known people to
speak but brevity is essential, :

3. Exhibits and Displays:
Visual aids are important sources of informa-
tion. Window displays, posters, Lithuanian cul-
tural exhibits, will all make vivid impressions.
Consider such aids to your campaign.

VII. LOOK TO YOUR MEMBERS:

In the final analysis, it is the present council mem-
bers who represent the greatest potential source for
getting new members. The enthusiasm with which
they go about bringing in new members will be in
direct proportion to benefits which they them-
selves feel they are getting out of their association
with the organization.

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RITUAL NEWS

The annual observance of the Feast Day of our
Patron, St. Casimir, is celebrated by all councils during
the first week of March. In recent years, many coun-
cils have incorporated the presentation of Ritual degrees
into the ceremonies of the day. The Supreme Ritual
Committee urges all councils to do so.

The Supreme Ritual Committee Ritual Rules book-
let of Jan. 15, 1954 is the official guide for determining
the eligibility of candidates to the various degrees, with
the following amendments: Page 6, Section 1(d) to in-
clude Junior Council Organizer as one of the qualifica-
tions. An addition — Page 7, Section 1(o) — Having
been a member of the Lithuanian Affairs Committee
for a year and having written ten or more letters of
appreciation or praise to persons or organizations who
have active interest in Lithuanians and the Lithuanian
cause, or letters of protest and information to persons
and organizations who have expressed incorrect or un-
fair views about Lithuania and Lithuanians.

The Ceremonial as set up and included in the Ritual
Booklet of August 10, 1938 is the official guide to
ceremonies to be used in the exemplification of degrees.
Any variation from these must receive the approval of
the Supreme Ritual Committee prior to their use.

Procedure: The preparation, examination and
presentation of degrees to candidates to the First and
Second Degree is done by the Council; to the Third
Degree by the District; to the Fourth Degree by the
Supreme Ritual Committee, with presentation of the
Fourth Degree by the Supreme Council President or
his designated representative.

PLEASE NOTE: To be official, completed applica-
tions for all degrees must be sent to the Supreme Ritual
Committee Secretary to be recorded in the records.
Failure to do so will cause delay and misunderstanding
when a candidate applies for a higher degree.

For additional information, consult your District
Ritual Committee. If the District Committee cannot
assist you, contact the Supreme Ritual Committee for
information and assistance.

The K. of L. Ritual can add a little spice to the
routine activities of your council as well as give re-
cognition to those of your members who exert more
effort in the activities of your council. If your council
is inactive in the Ritual, get after your Executive Board
to initiate action. If you are dissatisfied with the
present Ritual requirements and ceremonials, discuss
them at your council meetings, and forward your sug-
gestions to the Supreme Ritual Committee.

THE DREAM OF GEDIMINAS

Vilnius — the center of interest
for every Lithuanian — attracts the
traveler’s eye with her two rivers,
beautiful forests, and attractive
hills, stretching forth their beauty
on the three sides of the city. Such
a site drew its admirers even in the
ancient days of ‘“game and fish.”

Tradition relates that temples
and residences of the religious
priests “kriviai” and vestal virgins
were found as early as the thir-
teenth century in the vicinity of the
Vilnelé and Neris Rivers.

In the early fourteenth century
Gediminas decided to transfer his
residence to Vilnius. For this pur-
pose he built two forts: one on top
of the mountain, the other at the
base. Many legends relating the
building of Vilnius intrigue us.
Let us recall one of them.

One day Gediminas, the ruler of
Lithuania, spent the day in his fa-
vorite sport—hunting in the woods
of Paneris. Towards evening, find-
ing himself far from his home, Ge-
diminas spent the night on top of
the Paneris, near the shores of
Neris. Being exhausted from the
days ventures, the ruler fell into a
deep slumber. Around him lay his
weapons, strewn carelessly on the

ground. Not far-off grazed his stal-
lion, while the ruler’s attendants
withdrew to the Ilowlands. The
moon reflecting its light upon Ge-
diminas revealed a satisfied coun-
tenance, which at intervals seemed
to suppress a smile. Was he dream-
ing of a victory? Suddenly the
smile disappears; the satisfaction
erased. A black shadow seems to
envelop him; a marked line in the
left cheek deepens; the beat in the
veins of the neckline increases, and
the forehead resolves into a frown.
Instantaneously with a jolt, Gedi-
minas sits up and stares into space.
Leaning upon his elbows, he tries
to rise, but the head sinks back into
the mossy pillow. Murmuring he
turns over and slumbers on.

With the light of dawn, Gedimi-
nas awakens and jumps up like a
deer. The attendants were gathered
around the flickering flames, which
were licking the sides of the captur-
ed prey. Gediminas pensively seats
himself on the spot at which he
stared last night, oblivious of any-
one or anything. Finally he is
roused from his meditation by the
call of the servant, who reminds
the ruler that “krive” with his at-
tendants is advancing forward to
greet the party. What a coincidence.
..Gediminas hastens to meet the
guardians of the sacred fire. Hands
are extended and greetings are ex-
changed as between closest friends.

— Why such traces of sadness in
your countenance? Speak, what
weighs and oppresses your heart?

— High Priest, I dreamed a be-
wildering dream: I saw a large
fierce wolf. He howled so loudly,
as if he harbored in his throat a
hundred wolves. I could still hear
the echoes of that cry.

— Our powerful gods have re-
vealed your dream to me, O Ruler.
They identify the wolf as a city
you must build on this site, and the
fierce howl as the greatness of the
city, which will resound far beyond.

— The will of the gods of Lith-
uania will be fulfilled. I will build
a fort at which even the gods will
marvel. To thee, O High Priest, in
gratitude for revealing the will of
the gods to me, I offer the prey
which I was fortunate yesterday to
acquire. Honor us now by partici-
pating at the feast.
